truth you hear will be the measure of virtue and knowledge that comes back to you- and more besides will 

be given to you who hear.

• Eyes - verse 25

Different seeds enter your heart through these gates, what will it produce?

Tru’s Conclusion: 
 
The spiritual condition you are at is determined by the sum total of the mental decisions you have been 

making. 

 

The spiritual outcome of many mental decisions is spiritual immaturity which is directly linked to being mentally 

immature. 

 

Hebrews 13:5 calls this immaturity unskilled in the doctrine of righteousness. 

 

A person unskilled in righteousness does not: 

 

• Know how to exercise his right as a son of God 

• Walk in authority 

• Walk in anointing 

• Execute the will of the Father on the earth (Man exercising his legal authority on earth to invoke 

heaven’s influence on the planet) 

 

Anointing only comes through the process of practicing authority or dominion that comes through obedience to 

righteousness. 

 

 

The power is in our hands 
 

We have the power to complete our own cycle by free will. 

 

Are we at the place where we need to be taught the first principles of the gospel?  

 

Psalm 106:25-40 

 

Have we become so blinded that we blame God and Moses (Stephen), or even start questioning the Word for our 

condition? 

 

Deuteronomy 30:10-20 

 

If we do the Word, we will reap the harvest of the Word. 

 

The question would be:  

 

Is your MIND at the state where you can still HEAR (discern) the voice of God?  Or have you incapacitated 

(paralyzed) it to the extent where you have become dull in your senses, and your heart is waxed? 

 

Matthew 13:15 

 
If we turn, we will be healed!  

That will be the ultimate starting point: to TURN! 

 

How do I start exercising my Rights in this Kingdom? 
 

We operate in this Kingdom of seed, through a culture of love; in an atmosphere of hope ; executed by the

The Kingdom of God is based on the principle of seed. The Word is incorruptible seed, seed that always works. 

 

We were created to carry out God’s purposes in the earth through dominion. 

 

God said, Let us (Father, Son and Holy Spirit) make mankind in Our image, after Our likeness, and let them have 

complete authority… over all the earth… 

Genesis 1:26(Amplified) 

 

God said, Let us make man in Our image, in our likeness, and let them rule… 

Genesis 1:26 (NKJV) 

 

Amazingly, man was created not only to have relationship with God, but also to share God’s authority. 

 

You made him ruler over the works of Your hands; You put everything under his feet. 

Psalm 8:8 

 

The highest heavens belong to the Lord, but the earth He has given to man. 

Psalm 115:16 

 

We were created out of God’s very essence, His Spirit, manifested in bodily form to rule in the physical realm of earth. 

However, the relationship of love that God established with mankind is not separate from the purpose God has for

So: 

 

We are a creative force backed up by the speaking Spirit! 

The WORDS we use are SEEDS, incorruptible seed that cannot ever fail! 

 

The dominion we execute through our living depends completely on the seeds we are willing to plant from our 

rightful place as sons of God. 

 

We can function in the purposes for which we were created only as we are connected to our Source. Our dominion is 

based on our relationship with God. 

 

For if because of one man’s trespass death reigned through that one, much more surely will those who receive 

God’s overflowing grace and the free gift of righteousness (putting them into right standing with Himself) reign as 

kings in life through the one man Jesus Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed One.) 

Romans 5:17 (Amplified) 

 

Behold, I have given you authority and power to trample upon serpents and scorpions, and (physical and mental 

strength and ability) over all the power that the enemy (possesses); and nothing shall in any way harm you. 

Luke 10:19 (Amplified) 

 

BECAUSE OF JESUS:

Our Father in heaven,

It is essential for God’s will to be done in the earth, thus prayer is mandatory (not optional) for spiritual progress and 

victory in our individual lives and in the world at large. God’s plan is for man to desire what He desires, to will what He 

wills and to ask Him to accomplish His purposes in the world so that goodness and truth may reign rather than evil and 

darkness. 

 

To know God’s plans and purposes, we have to maintain oneness of heart with God. We represent God’s interests only 

when we have a close relationship with Him. 

 

Our assurance in prayer is based on our knowing and doing God’s will: 

 

This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. And 

if we know that He hears us-whatever we ask- we know that we have what we asked of Him. 

         1 John5:14-15 

 

We must always seek to be in agreement with God’s will so that His purposes can reign in the earth. This is the essence 

of exercising dominion. 

 

When we stop praying, we allow God’s purposes for the world to be hindered. 

 

Jesus taught his disciples: 

…that they ought always to pray and not to turn coward (faint, lose heart, and give up) 

Luke 18:1 

 

He also said: 

I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven; and whatever you bind (declare unlawful) on earth must be 

what is already bound in heaven; and whatever you loose (declare lawful) on earth must be what is already loosed 

in heaven.
